Edma
Pelzer, Direkteur: Fisiese Hulpbronne
en Spesiale Projekte, sê die Eeufees-
kompleks word ingerig hoofsaaklik as
kuierplek vir personeel en alumni, net
soos die Thakaneng-brug primêr bedoel
is as kuierplek vir studente. 

Die Eeufeeskompleks word ingerig
op die terrein van die ou Reitz-eetsaal.
Op 10 Maart 2004 het bestuur die
eerste amptelike universiteitsfunksie by
die halfvoltooide kompleks gehou met
die onthulling van die gedenksteen deur
die Rektor, prof. Frederick Fourie. Wat
dié geleentheid so merkwaardig maak,
is die feit dat oudpresident F.W. Reitz
presies 81 jaar vroeër, op 10 Maart
1923, ook ‘n hoeksteen daar gelê het,
sê me. Pelzer. Die kompleks het oor-
spronklik bestaan uit die Reitz-eetsaal,
wat na oudpresident Reitz vernoem is,
‘n huisvaderwoning en administratiewe
kantore (wat later benut is as matrone-
woonstelle en huisvesting vir internasio-
nale studente). In geskiedkundige doku-
mente oor oudpresident Reitz word
genoem dat hy hom reeds as hoofregter
beywer het vir die totstandkoming van ‘n
universiteit in die Vrystaat en later as
president het hy die poging voortgesit.

Daar is van die begin af beplan om
ná die voltooiing van Thakaneng-brug

voedselvoorbereiding en -bediening by
SK1/Reitz-eetsaal te staak. Die kom-
buis- en eetsaal-gedeeltes het toe in
onbruik geraak. Met die ontruiming van
die ou Studentesentrum moes plaasver-
vangers vir die onthaallokale, die
Bloemfontein- en Anglo American-
kamers elders op kampus gesoek word.
(Daar is besluit om die ou
studentesentrum-kompleks as bate-
ontwikkelingsprojek bekend te stel en
hopelik eersdaags inkomste vir die UV
te genereer.) Die idee om die pragtige
historiese Reitz-gebouekompleks te
omskep in UV-onthaal- en
sosialiseringsruimtes het ontstaan. Die

“Vir die eerste keer kan die
voorsiening van hoër onder-
wys in die sentrale streek van

die land beter beplan word om meer
effektief aan die opleidingsbehoeftes
van die streek te voldoen,” sê prof.
Magda Fourie, Viserektor: Akademie-
se Beplanning aan die UV. Die inkor-
porering van die Qwaqwa- en Vista-
kampusse stel die UV in staat om die
opleidingsbehoeftes van sentraal
Suid-Afrika selfs beter as in die ver-
lede aan te spreek. Die inkorporerings
hou beslis voordele in vir die UV
sowel as vir die breër gemeenskap,
sê sy.

“Reeds in die beplanningsfase vir
die inkorporering van die Vista-kam-
pus het ons besef dat dit sinneloos
sou wees om dieselfde akademiese
programme wat op hoofkampus aan-
gebied word, op die Vista-kampus te
dupliseer. Ons droom is dus om ‘n
nuwe onderwys- en opleidingsfasiliteit
op die Vista-kampus te vestig om die
behoeftes van die breë Vrystaatge-
meenskap aan te spreek.” Die groot-
ste uitdaging vir die Vista-kampus is
om vennootskappe te vestig met
verskillende rolspelers en om
inisiatiewe te implementeer wat finan-
sieel volhoubaar is, sê prof. Fourie.
Dit is belangrik om die eksterne
omgewing te verken om behoeftes te
identifiseer en dan daarby aan te pas.
Die UV het in hierdie verband same-
sprekings gevoer met besluitnemers
van die provinsiale en plaaslike rege-
rings en met die Sentrale Universiteit
vir Tegnologie. “Ons kyk daarna om
onderwys- en opleidingsbehoeftes
waarin daar nog leemtes is, aan te
vul. Dit sluit in volwasse leer, kort

kursusse, heropleiding, opgradering
van onderwysers se kwalifikasies en
oorbruggingskursusse,” sê prof.
Fourie.

Die inkorporering van die
Qwaqwa-kampus stel die UV in staat
om nou ook die Oos-Vrystaat beter te
bedien. Prof. Fourie sê dié kampus
het ‘n belangrike rol om te speel in sy
gemeenskap, spesifiek in terme van
opleiding, navorsing en samelewings-
diens. Die UV het baie kundigheid om
te bied. Daarom is ‘n vennootskap
met die gemeenskap baie belangrik,
veral vir die sosio-ekonomiese
ontwikkeling van die gebied.

Die UV beplan om deur ‘n gelei-
delike groei in inskrywings teen 2007
die optimale getal studente op die
Qwaqwa-kampus te hê. Herkapitali-
sasiefondse sal gebruik word om
fisiese fasiliteite op die Qwaqwa-kam-
pus oor die volgende paar jaar op te
gradeer. Hiervoor is reeds R8,2 mil-
joen opsy gesit. Die doel is om ‘n
leeromgewing te skep wat bevorderlik
is vir die akademiese prestasie van
studente.

Alhoewel die inkorporeringspro-
ses ‘n bykomende werkslading tot
gevolg het vir bestuur, dekane, de-
partementshoofde en ander perso-
neel, word die proses so effektief
moontlik bestuur om die beste
moontlike bedeling vir die satelliet-
kampusse te skep sonder om die
hoofkampus te benadeel, sê prof.
Fourie. Die groot uitdaging is om ‘n
nuwe, inklusiewe institusionele
kultuur te skep wat die drie kampus-
se van die Universiteit van die
Vrystaat as een hoër-onderwys-
instelling saambind.

Service learning has the power to be
one of the most significant experiences
in a student’s education, said Prof.
Berrett in his workshop on Service
learning out of the box: reflection and
other active learning techniques for edu-
cators. People who attended the work-

shop left with teaching techniques that
can immediately be integrated into a
classroom or other learning environ-
ment. The second workshop focused
on Academic service learning:
research, results and implications.

Dr Erasmus said that the service
learning component will be incorpora-
ted into more learning programmes in
the future. The university has a
partnership with many institutions in
the community that give students the
opportunity to practise what they have
learned in their respective fields. This
enables students to develop problem-
solving skills, she said.

The increasingly dynamic higher
and further education and training
environment in South Africa and

worldwide, together with the
tremendous challenges facing this
sector necessitate well-planned and
effective academic performance
management initiatives as a matter of
urgency, said Dr Louis van der
Westhuizen, project coordinator at the
Centre for Higher Education Studies
and Development (CHESD).

Dr Van der Westhuizen said that to
address the development needs of
academic staff the CHESD at the UFS
started a research project during 2003.
The aim of the project was to develop a
model for effective and efficient
performance management of academic
staff in higher/further education and
training in the Free State region. The
research project specifically
concentrated on staff appraisal and
staff development.

The researchers conducted a
comprehensive literature and policy
review on performance management in
education and training. This was
followed by a critical analysis of
performance management systems at
the selected higher-education and
training institutions in the Free State
region supported by broader national
and international comparative
perspectives. The perspectives gained
from the research results and case
studies led to a practical approach to
performance management.

Findings from the research project
were published in a summary report
and manuscript and later evaluated and
shared during a workshop attended by
national as well as international
participants. 

The publication Performance
management of academic staff in South
African higher education: A
developmental research project, of
which Dr Van der Westhuizen is a co-
author, will be available by the end op
September 2004.

bereik het.

In die laat vyftigerjare sit ‘n hele
span later bekende skrywers in die
lesinglokale van die UV: Pirow Bekker,
Philip de Vos, Karel Schoeman, Jaap
Steyn en ook Berna Ackerman, vertel
prof. Odendaal.

Dolf van Niekerk se eksistensialis-
tiese novelle in die trant van die ses-
tigervernuwing, Die son struikel, sien in
1961 die lig. P.J. Haasbroek en Maretha
Maartens skryf kort hierna by die UV in
en so ook digteres Lina Spies.

“Die dekade sewentig lewer ‘n
aansienlike letterkundige oes vir die UV
op,” sê hy. Digters Antjie Krog en
Johann Johl sit soms in dieselfde klas-
se.

Profs. Basie Verster and Dries
Hauptfleisch, both from the
Department of Quantity Sur-

veying, emphasised that students
who successfully completed their stu-
dies in this field do not struggle to
find work. Students are employed by
national as well as international
companies, said Prof. Verster. They
were addressing a group of stake-
holders during an introductory ses-
sion of the department.

Prof. Hauptfleisch said that the
construction industry is a major
economic sector. In South Africa we
formally spend more than R50 000
million rand in this industry each
year. Many millionaires are created in
this industry, said Prof. Hauptfleisch.

The UFS is the only university in
South Africa with a highly successful
track record in offering professional
and internationally accredited B.Sc.

degrees in Quantity Surveying and
Construction Management in an open
learning format. 

Prof. Hauptfleisch defined open
learning as an educational approach
that acknowledges multiple entry and
exit levels as well as a flexible tuition
delivery methodology, divorced from
demographic constraints. Because of
the distance learning approach, stu-
dents may live and work anywhere –
also in other countries. This means
that place of residence is not linked
to the location of the university,
which translates into substantial
savings, whilst the very nature of
distance learning makes tuition fees
extremely competitive. Education is
affordable to all, said Prof.
Hauptfleisch. The UFS is now also
facilitating these open learning pro-
grammes from lecturing facilities in
Midrand.

The design and implementation of
a Performance Management Sys-
tem (PMS) for the UFS, form the

first phase of a leadership-driven project
entitled "PMP Ke Nako". Introduction of
a new job grading system, conversion to
a total-package remuneration system,
and the establishment of an effective
staff development system form part of
the project, said Ms Dalene van
Niekerk, Assistant Director, Human
Resources.

The proposed PMS for the university
came under scrutiny from academic
staff during the second series of the
preparatory orientation sessions held
from 17-19 August 2004. These orien-
tation sessions precede the practical
implementation within the pilot groups
for 2005. The purpose of these sessions
is to introduce, explain and discuss key
concepts and issues in the PMS/PMP
which will lead to clarity, understanding
and application thereof in 2005.

Selby, who has now worked as a
switchboard operator for three years,
has been employed by the university for
23 years. He was first employed in 1981
and worked as a messenger at the
Bureau for Academic Support, after
which he was transferred to conference
services. Three years ago he was asked
to act as switchboard operator. After
only two days on the job, he was trans-
ferred to fill the position permanently. “I
enjoy my job, but sometimes one does
experience difficulties in the course of
one’s work,” Selby said. He referred to
callers who swear and make racial
remarks.

Maria has now been at the university
for eight years. Previously she worked
at the National Hospital, but she enjoys

the benefits of her work environment at
the UFS. With a husband and two
daughters it is better to work normal
hours. 

When asked whether they receive
many phone calls, Selby’s loud whistle
was more than a good indication that
they are very busy. Maria said that the
system they currently use is more
effective than the one of earlier years.
Selby and Maria wish to ensure tele-
phone users that they do answer the
phone as soon as it rings (if they are not
busy helping the previous caller) and
they only put a call through as re-
quested by the caller. If the requested
person is not available, they ask the
caller to phone back later. Although
there are misconceptions about the
quality of the service they render, Selby
expressed a big thank you to all the
friendly people he talks to on a daily
basis. “They help us to maintain the
good reputation of the university.”

Did they experience any highlights in
their work as switchboard operators?
Yes, every time that people say thank

you for the “superb” service we render,
said Selby. Maria enjoys it when she
recognises people’s voices.

And where do they see themselves
a year from now? Being promoted to
chief switchboard operator, said Maria,
or being transferred to a more challen-
ging job, working with people, said
Selby.

When they are not at work Selby
loves playing pool, hanging out with his
friends and spending time with his
children. Maria spends time with her
family and likes to keep herself busy
with handcrafts.

Moedeloos skryf:
Dit kom al ‘n lang pad, hierdie “ding” tussen akademiese
en nie-akademiese personeel. ’n Mens hoef net na die
amptelike publikasies van die universiteit te kyk om te sien
wie die mees prominente en belangrikste posisies op
kampus bekleë. Mens lees bykans nooit van nie-
akademiese of steundienspersoneel wat bevorder is of
vermelding verdien nie, maar die publikasies wemel van
bevorderings onder akademiese personeel.

Dit is bykans onmoontlik vir nie-doserende personeel
om in lyn vir bevordering te kom. Hoe effektief is die
evalueringstelsel vir administratiewe en ander steundiens-
personeel? Weet die mense wat moet weet hoeveel per-
soneel oortyd werk en baie meer doen as wat hulle moet
as gevolg van oneweredige werksverspreiding en gewel-
dige werksdruk. My vraag is dus – is die maatstaaf waar-
mee prestasies gemeet word, werklik effektief?

Soos ‘n bekende TV-persoonlikheid altyd sê: Aan die
einde van die dag kan dié twee nie sonder mekaar funk-
sioneer nie. Die akademie en studente bly die hartklop
van die Universiteit van die Vrystaat, maar sonder die
steundienste sal ons ook nie kan roem op ‘n akademiese
instelling met wêreldklasgeleenthede nie.

Mnr. Lourens Geyer, Direkteur Menslike
Hulpbronne, antwoord:

Die Informa se inhoud kan wel die persepsie laat
ontstaan dat die akademiese personeel meer prominent
figureer as die steundienste-personeel. Vanuit Menslike
Hulpbronne word elke personeellid as waardevol en
belangrik beskou, ongeag die tipe pos wat hy/sy beklee.
Daar word ook onderneem om alle steundienste-
personeel se bevorderings en/of prestasies aan Informa te
voorsien, sover dit prakties moontlik is.

Sover dit die evalueringstelsel betref, is dit belangrik
om daarop te let dat die universiteit besig is om ‘n
omvattende prestasiebestuurstelsel (PMP Ke Nako-projek)
te ontwikkel. Een van die doelwitte van die projek is om ‘n
aanvaarbare evalueringstelsel vir die UV te ontwikkel en
te implementeer. 

Gesien teen die agtergrond van die instansie vir wie
ons werk, is dit tog nodig om te meld dat die prestasies
van akademici wyer en groter publisiteit geniet, omrede dit
ook as nasionale en selfs internasionale nuuswaardighede
beskou kan word. Ter afsluiting moet dit beklemtoon word
dat alle UV-personeel as ewe belangrik geag word in die
suksesvolle funksionering van die universiteit.

Hoe kry personeel in steundienste 
bevordering of erkenning?

Voor, tydens en na die Tweede
Wêreld-oorlog, was daar vir
23 jaar ‘n bou-stilte op die

kampus. Die nuwe geboue wat
daarna opgerig is, het merkbaar
verskil van die ouer geboue op die
kampus, sê mnr. Kobus du Preez,
Lektor in die Departement Argitek-
tuur. Die Fisika- en Chemie geboue
en Huis Kestell, toon vroeë moder-
nistiese kenmerke soos plat dakke,
geen versiering – net groot oop
skoon vlakke en minder simmetrie,
omdat daar ‘n poging aangewend is
om die geboue eerder funksioneel
as simmetries te ontwerp.

“As ék nou ‘n raaiskoot moet
waag, wen hierdie geboue waar-
skynlik die kategorie ‘Minder gelief-
de geboue’ op kampus,” sê mnr. Du
Preez.

Toe Brasilië in die vyftigerjare ‘n
nuwe hoofstad Brasilia van die
grond af beplan het, was hulle nie
te vinde vir die streng en sedige ou

vroeë moderne geboue nie. Hulle het
dit gekombineer met helder-kleurige
mosaïek en vreemde vorms. Dit het
ook na Suid-Afrika oorgewaai en op
die kampus is die invloed daarvan

sigbaar in die Biologie-gebou en veral
die Landbou-gebou.
